16 I will show him how 
much he must suffer for my name.”

 Psalm 51:1-5 NIV  Have mercy on me, O God, according to your unfailing love; according to your great 
compassion  blot out my transgressions. 2 Wash away all my iniquity and cleanse me from my sin. For I know 
my transgressions, and my sin is always before me. 4 Against you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil 
in your sight; so you are right in your verdict and justified when you judge.  
Cleansing! Repent!  Acts 3:19 NASB     Therefore repent and return, so that your sins may be wiped away, in 
order that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord. 
Psalm 51:10-12 NIV  Create in me a pure heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me.11 Do not cast 
me from your presence  or take your Holy Spirit from me. 12 Restore to me the joy of your salvation and grant 
me a willing spirit, to sustain me. 
Psalm 51:16-17 NIV  You do not delight in sacrifice, or I would bring it; you do not take pleasure in burnt 
offerings.17 My sacrifice, O God, is a broken spirit;  a broken and contrite heart  you, God, will not despise.

Matthew 12:43-45 NIV 43 “When an impure spirit comes out of a person, it goes through arid places seeking 
rest and does not find it. 44 Then it says, ‘I will return to the house I left.’ When it arrives, it finds the house 
unoccupied, swept clean and put in order. 45 Then it goes and takes with it seven other spirits more wicked 
than itself, and they go in and live there. And the final condition of that person is worse than the first.  
 
 
Matthew 5:6 NIV  Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,  for they will 
be filled. 
Jeremiah 29:13 NIV   You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart.
