2021 - WHERE DO WE GO FROM HERE?   FORWARD!   THE 23RD PSALM 

 
1.  Let’s Start Off With A Good Attitude: ROMANS 8:28 KJV   28 And we know that all things work together 
for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. 
This is a New Day!  
PSALM 118:24 NASB   This is the day which the Lord has made;  Let’s rejoice and be glad in it. 
II CORINTHIANS 5:17 KJV    17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed 
away; behold, all things are become new.
